1. Itis usuallysafer to ride the trains in the car where a conductor is located, or in the front
of the train Experience has shown that when fights break out, they usually occur in the
last two cars of the train.

easy target and gives a thief a great means of escape after you're pickpocketed.
3. When you are on the platform or in a trainatsare of your surroundings. Thefts of cell

phones, iPods, MP3 and PSP players frequently occur below, as well as above, ground.

There is no substitute for vigilance.

4. Avoid possible altercations. If you see a group of kids on the subway platfore or th
street, walk another way.

5. Most importantly, trust your instinct. something doesn't seem quite right to you, leave
the subway car, or station if necessary, and requspicious activity to the police and to
SUN.
